Grading criteria:

A solution can be evaluated according to the following criteria
· Readability and understandability

· Completeness

· Consistency

· Maintainability (cohesion, coupling)

In addition, a solution should also be evaluated according to its stated desired quality attributes.
To grade student evaluations of the competing architectural designs, the instructor or the teaching assistant can check if student assignments give reasonable evaluations of the aspects listed above.
Notes to the instructor:

The two sample solutions were developed with several desired quality attributes. Solution 1 was aiming for time to market, usability, and maintainability. Solution 2 was developed with performance, security, and bandwidth requirement in mind. If additional solutions are to be developed, some of the following quality attributes can be used to guide architectural design.
· Usability

· Maintainability

· Testability

· Security

· Performance

· Time to market

· Compatibility with existing computing infrastructure

· Bandwidth requirement
