Tips for Instructors:
This module can be used in different ways.

Possibility 1: The instructor presents techniques of architectural design and various architectural styles. Then, the instructor asks the students to develop an architectural design solution to the problem of the meeting scheduler system as an assignment. Later on, after student assignments are graded and discussed, the two sample solutions are provided to show how designs can be driven by different quality attributes.
Possibility 2: The instructor presents techniques of architectural design and various architectural styles. Then the instructor presents the two sample solutions. As an in-class or homework assignment, students are required to evaluate and compare the two solutions. The goal is to help them understand how different quality attributes impact architectural designs.

Possibility 3: The instructor presents techniques of architectural design and various architectural styles. Then the instructor presents the two sample solutions and discusses them in class. After that, the instructor gives a different problem, and asks students to develop architectural designs for that problem with different quality attributes.
